A Quiet Place with the Savior
Time with Christ in private and in a quiet place is refreshing to the soul and encouraging to the spirit. In meditation during the Holy Week; seek to experience a growing friendship with Him; seek to experience an opening of “my” spirit in forgiveness; seek to contemplate the meaning of and to be deeply moved by His sacrifice in “my” place.
John 13/1-20. Washing Feet. Walking in the world leaves us with dirty feet. Read the text. Write a prayer of confession and include a prayer of praise for forgiveness.
John 13/21-30. Identification of Evil. Unsettling it is that Christ would include Judas the betrayer, among the disciples. Why did Christ do this ? Identify the lesson. Read Romans 7, Psalm 41/9.
John 13/36-38. From the Heart but Falling Short. Write several phrases describing the valor of Peter’s words. Explain the impact of Peter’s denial – 18/25-27. Acts 2 and following. Read I & II Peter, James 1/1-4. How did Christ use this colossal failure?

Thought Provokers. What areas of my life am I keeping for myself and which I need to yield ownership to the Savior? Write a phrase of submission to Him and relinquishing control of ??????.
What choices have brought me into His correction? Walk into His presence and ask for His Grace in your need. Heb 4/16 - Write a prayer of appeal to Him for Mercy and Grace.
How will Christ use my failures for His glory? Romans 8/28 – Express it in writing!
