God=s Directive: Humble Obedience in the Sacrificial Service of Love
During the past year I have listened to many testimonies of God=s Grace and His work in the lives of His people. This following testimony of His work is almost unbelievable and may make you very uncomfortable. I have spoken with my Korean friend Jennifer, about this story of God=s grace several times. Her faith and humility always humble me.

Jennifer is presently married to Sun Bae Kim and they live in Sunnyside, WA. They are Korean and together our ministry is to reach the Korean people in the surrounding area of Sunnyside. Our purpose is to establish a fellowship of believers who love Jesus and enjoy friendship with each other.

When I have told my friends about Jennifer(s story, with a smile I always mention that this will not set well with their Baptist blood.@ They smile politely, then they are eager request the rest of the story.

This testimony unsettles my personal convictions and will probably unsettle yours, also. Yes! I=m setting the stage - this is a radical approach and certainly not recommended by this writer, BUT it happened.

Maybe I should paraphrase the Surgeon General=s warning, Athe story you are about to hear is true and it will upset your sensibilities and may infuriate you to the point of exasperation. The health risks may be great but the spiritual results may be worth it.@ And I would add, Awho are we to question the work of God through His Spirit?@
This testimony is about Jennifer=s outreach to a friend, also a Korean. Although this event took place 17 years ago, it is refreshingly real and is part of God=s work. I tell it to you as a fellow believer.

When Jennifer was living in Anchorage, Alaska she worked as  a waitress at the Peking Palace. She has always had a passion for Christ and in those days she desired to see her friend Su Cha, also a waitress at the Peking Palace, receive Jesus.
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Jennifer=s spiritual discipline was to attend a Korean prayer meeting each morning at 5:30. Strong on her heart was the salvation of her friend. Su Cha was an alcoholic and a chain smoker. Jennifer=s prayers were for her salvation, for her deliverance from alcohol and deliverance from >smoke=.  While praying, God spoke to Jennifer in her spirit by the Spirit, ADon=t tell her about Jesus, love her and be a servant to her!@
Being convinced, the Lord was giving His direction. Jennifer began to (serve( Su Cha. During their off hours Jennifer was her servant. The service was irregular and very definitely, unusual.

For two years Jennifer served her. How did   

She do it? As her friend Su Cha drank Jack Daniels and smoked cigarettes, Jennifer    poured her drinks.  AYou want another drink, let me pour it for you.@ As her friend Lit another cigarette and it was consumed in smoke, Jennifer would light another cigarette for her.
The morning prayers with other believers continued and Jennifer=s conviction to serve Su Cha through the spirit of love grew deeply.  

Many nights a week for two years Jennifer, in love, served her.

About the two-year mark, Su Cha said with open heart to Jennifer, ANo one has ever loved me and served me the way you have for these two years, will you tell me about your Jesus?@ And Jennifer=s friend received Jesus, and was also set free from alcohol and then a year later from >smoke=.
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Today, 17 years later, Su Cha is walking with Jesus and is involved in Women=s Bible Study Fellowship. 

What a testimony to the work of God=s Spirit in the person of Jesus to save her from an eternity in sin and deliver her from bondage to the spirit of evil. Hallelujah for the cross and praise the Name of Jesus.
