From Here to There
The source of the Name: Meeteetsee, Wyoming. It is a town with a name which means “from here to there.” But the place to where you go from the place on the road called Meeteetsee is now unknown. It is an Indian name and a beautiful place in the high mesa country of Wyoming. As a place of beginning a journey to somewhere, it fits beautifully into the concept of Christ’s method of Mentoring. His men were touched deeply in their spiritual center by the use of this truth.
The most significant principles of spiritual life are often imprinted in a person’s life when they are doing something other than seeking spiritual truth. Going from here to there is often just an activity of friends being together. Sensing a moment in time when the door is opening into a serious exchange of thought can be the moment when life changing truth is imprinted on a friend’s life.
These moments for men are often opened up when men are focusing on going somewhere or being involved in a project or just hanging out. The journey to somewhere or focus on an activity allows them/us to relax and get on with the task. As men relax and get going there is often a moment in time when they will begin to talk about serious issues in their thinking. Or in a moment’s time, will spill out the depths of their battles or the deepest of concerns.
For men, going from “Here to There” is a way to move in and out of spiritual seriousness issues without being trapped in a moment of interchange and with no escape. This allows the Spirit of God to move in a man’s life without undue pressure. It is the most brilliant concept for seeing men’s lives transformed by the presence of Jesus Christ. Of course, it is Eternal Truth, an Absolute of Reaching Men.
This study is designed to guide the learner into the Truth of “From Here to There.” It is the truth of Mentoring and Discipleship which Christ used to transform the thinking and lives of His men. It is a principle found in the Book of Mark. See this following study.

This following passage is the core of “From Here to There.” Mark 6/51-52 is crystal clear in the truth of connecting Content with Experience. Taking the time to study the passage etches this principle into the spirit and heart of the disciple. Life transforming moments often occur in what appears to be random moments in an event. 

Under the leadership of the Spirit, the Life of Christ and His transforming power begin to settle deeply into the lives of men. This is an extremely effective principle of Mentoring or Discipleship. It is also very costly in terms of time and emotional energy. 

A driving force for walking with Christ using this principle is Multiplication. Multiplication in building men’s lives is the principle of leaving a legacy of a transformed life. It takes time to see Christ transform lives. As a result disciple makers multiply. II Timothy 2/2
The foundational principal: move from the “content of a classroom to application of truth into life.” This study is best done in several sittings. Each time read the chapter three times and write 10 observations.
