Unfair, Unjust! 
Cries the Worker

The Lord often puts us into the lions den to be refined in the teeth of  lion to learn what we really believe about integrity and honor and about what we want to leave as a legacy for our family.
 
Christ lived in the presence of injustice and spoke frequently with men who have a hidden agendas. His demeanor was always gracious.
 
So, here is what I suggest for you in your walk with Christ.

Colossians 3/22-25 is about being who God wants us to be - serve with honor and a closed lip. Each day of service is one of being a servant. We serve as bondservants to Christ. We are to please Him.
The first step in this is to work diligently to make the boss successful even in the face of injustice. Wait for the time to pass - months even years to establish who you are before these men. Don't speak up but allow Christ to work in you quietly and He will take care of the others.
   *Over time Christ will honor your walk and  your diligence.
   *There will come a time when you will be able to speak without  fear of retaliation.
 
I Peter 2/22-25. In the face of injustice or wrong doing Christ remained silent. He allowed the Father to work in ministry and He entrusted His life to the Father. The Father will speak on your behalf and will provide ways to walk in integrity. The Father has ways of working for us/in us, of which we are not aware.
           
The silence in the early years of our walk is a molding influence - this quietness is how. God builds in us the strength in the Spirit to change the character we do no like within us. As  you wrote there are parts of your person where there is a need for growth.


The crucible is for grinding up the various pills of medicine and then the apothecary blends the healing mix. My Uncle did this - the medicine did not taste well but produced an environment within which the body was healed. Proverbs 30
 
There will come a time when speaking up is permitted for you. This is when the depths of character shaped in the crucible will express itself as being admirable and you will do it with a gracious spirit and able to gain acceptance of what you have to say. You will have earned the hearing you receive.
 
Internal change is the most difficult. This is the hardest place for men to be transformed but the Lord works deeply in the internal man for His glory. It is this work which etches the character of Christ into the deepest recesses of the heart. It is more than worth it when over the years, as men and women speak about what they see has happened in your life. That is the point when you can speak Truth in the name of Christ.
 
It is in the times of prayer where we release the control of our environment/job stuff/family tension. It is in the release, time and time again, where Christ does His deepest work. We need to let go of the things we cannot change. Being transformed through meditation and prayer, we begin to express the character of Christ.
 
Praying for “release of control” brings a life style of living in peace, internally. The world doesn't know this kind of peace.
 
Philippians 3/21. As we walk with Christ we are transformed from this earthly body (transform - schematic inner wiring). The inner wiring / rewiring brings about a conformation (metamorphosis - external change from the results of internal change).
 
Notice the result - to glory in Christ - I say it this way, "radiate the presence of Christ." So we should witness each day - IF necessary use words but as the last resort!
 
This is all accomplished by the power He has to subdue all things to Himself. The Power in:  Ephesians 1/18-21 - is Christ who is alive and has supreme power.
      Ephesians 3/16-21 - is Christ who imbeds His presence as Love.

The power is not a force - force of men / force of energy power / force of exertion of dynamo power, the power is the living Christ who is alive and He is not dead. He indwells us and transforms us.

The Power is the in-depth relationship we have with Christ - the walking form Here to There, which builds trust and friendship.
 
So, finally - walk quietly / trust Christ to free up your heart / trust Christ to build your character. Christ in the time to come will be able to correct wrongs and injustice for others through you life. This is the call of God to us and for us as Men. 
 
Proverbs speaks clearly:     

Young men are glorious in their strength

Old men are glorious in their wisdom
  
Young men lack in wisdom - Proverbs drives us to older men for wisdom.

Old men lack the boldness - Young men keep us from being cowards.  


Thanks for your strength and openness - I understand from personal experience - this journey is risky. The rewards are like climbing up through the trees on a mountain to gain a view of the spectacular scenery from the top. The response is “WOW!”
The rewards in walking with Christ far outweigh the risk and any temporary discomfort.
