A study for men who want to be all God wants them to be . MIHI: Made In His Image, An opportunity to dig into the Word and think through the Truth of God(s Creation.

This study begins in Genesis 1 before the Fall, then moves to the Fall and on through the spoken judgment of God upon Adam as the Head of the Race - Mankind. Romans 5/12 – end. This is an inductive study. You will have to look several/many times to uncover the truths found in the text.
Basically, there are not right answers - ::grins::.

The introduction to this study is short. This is to launch us as men into the realm of the Spirit in the Word to search for what it is God has hidden. Proverbs - the glory of God is to hide a matter and the glory/wisdom of man to search out a matter. This study requires serious and deep thought.

There are clear theological constructs in Genesis 1-3. There are also the basic foundation of  how God made Man to be - Made In His Image, MIHI. These characteristics are different than acquired characteristics which come from a life of walking with God and discipline in the Spirit.
Interestingly, secular research is gradually uncovering and beginning to express what the Scripture has said since God communicated with Moses. Under the teaching of the Spirit there are clear expressions of God(s will and of God(s design for the Universe and Mankind. In the following phrases from Scripture the characteristics in man are addressed. For example and less obvious: competitive, aggressive.
In the spaces provided, after some thought and discussion, write two attributes of man addressed by God in the phrases or concepts from Genesis 1-3. Have a great time. Each phrase from Genesis contains an unspoken responsibility or characteristic of Man which is stamped into the male, inner being. In other words, what characteristic is being addressed? These are part of each male person and not a principle which is learned but is innate – part of MIHI.
